Winter League Shootout – Competition Rules
1. Nine teams of 12 players will compete for the Winter League Champions Trophy & Wooden Spoon.
2. Teams must be 12 players with a nominated team captain. 
3. Each team will field 8 players on the big course in 4 ball better ball for stableford points. This means that, on the big course, only the best score of the pair counts on each hole for your team. These 8 players should include your respective winter league winners and wooden spoon winners, and if unavailable, the next best or worst player as a suitable reserve.
4. Each Team will field 4 Players on the wee course - playing a total of 18 holes (twice round) for singles stableford points.  (All 4 players must return a score on every hole, so choose your wee course players carefully)

5. Those leagues which normally play singles, should nominate their winner and runner up and bottom two players to compete for the overall champions & overall wooden spoon.
6. “Rest of the World” team will comprise non winter league members and accordingly will not compete for the overall champions and overall wooden spoon elements of the competition.
7. Maximum handicap allowance is 24.  Wee course handicap is calculated using the normal sliding scale and will be worked out for players when you log in on the day.

8. Overall team stableford points will be totted up to identify winners, so every point should be a prisoner.
9. In the event of a tie, the winning team will be identified using the combined best back nine stableford team score.

Schedule

1030am - Report to clubhouse for bacon / sausage rolls, 

1130am - Players take up positions on the courses for Shotgun Start

1200am – Shotgun start (Without the shotgun)

5pm - Players meet back at the clubhouse for buffet meal followed by Prizegiving

Prizes

Each member of the winning team will receive the newly acquired “Winter League Shootout Trophy” and a small keepsake.
The overall wooden spoon winner will be crowned “Loosers of the Year” and receive the new wooden spoon trophy

The overall champions will be crowned winter league champions.
